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I.  MISSION STATEMENT
The academic program mission statement addresses the purpose, primary activities, whom the program serves, and the standards to which the academic program aspires.  The mission statement is aligned with specific elements of the institutional mission along with the standards of an external professional organization, if applicable.

II. STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOME # 1
Student learning outcomes are measurable and stated with clarity and specificity.  Outcome is clear about who should be assessed and at what point in the student’s progression through the program.  Outcome contains a precise action verb which identifies the explicit and observable behavior to be demonstrated.  The outcome also contains a learning statement that specifies the object of the behavior to be demonstrated as well as specific discipline-specific criteria for evaluating the object of the behavior to be demonstrated.  Appropriate undergraduate and graduate achievement levels are reflected in the student learning outcome.

A. TEACHING STRATEGIES
Strategies for teaching the student learning outcome throughout the academic program are clearly described.  A curriculum map is included demonstrating in which program courses the student learning outcome is introduced, reinforced, and mastered.  A description of why the teaching strategies were chosen or how they were developed is included.  Strategies were chosen based on potential effectiveness and show a direct connection to student learning outcomes. 

B. MEASURES for Outcome 1 – Multiple measures may be included 
i. Type of Measures and Relationship between this measure and Student Learning Outcome # 1 
Outcomes are measured with direct measures and may be supplemented with indirect measures. Details regarding how every element of every measure relates to the outcomes are provided.  Specific items on a test or rubric traits are clearly linked to the outcomes.   If a single tool is used for multiple outcomes, specific test items or rubric traits are aligned to the appropriate outcome. A description of the test or rubric development process is included to illustrate appropriateness and accuracy (validity and reliability) of the tools. 
ii. Data collection and Integrity
The data collection process is clearly explained and contains no methodological flaws.  The data collection process includes information about the student population, a rationale for representative sampling (if used), alignment of assignment(s) with student learning outcomes, consistent assignment parameters, adequate and consistent motivation conditions, and in the case of rubrics, multiple trained raters.  The data collection process is adequately rigorous to measure outcomes and make justifiable claims about the findings. 

C.  TARGET for Outcome 1 - Expected and desired student performance on Measure # 1
Targets are specific and represent a reasonable level of student success as well as aligned with outcomes and measures.  Targets are justified based on current disciplinary standards, previous results, and/or benchmarks.  Targets are based on the input of multiple faculty.  Multiple levels of performance are described, suggesting basic (acceptable) and higher (desired) levels of performance.

D.  FINDINGS for Outcome 1
i.   Presentation of results
Results are presented by outcomes and an explanation is provided about how the results directly relate to the measures and targets.  For objective exams, results are presented according to the text blueprint (alignment of outcomes, questions, and cognitive level) and item analysis information is provided.  For rubrics, results are presented according to rubric trait and show a direct correspondence to outcome.  Students’ performance strengths and weaknesses are clearly visible.  New findings are compared to past trends, as appropriate.  Tables and/or graphs are used to effectively communicate the results.  

ii.   Interpretation of results
Interpretation of results is reasonable given the outcomes, measures, methodology, and targets.   Interpretation includes how classes, activities, sampling, and other limitations might have affected results.  It is evident that multiple faculty participated in the analysis.  Interpretations are aligned with the program’s action plans, detailed enough to justify programmatic decisions concerning changes in curriculum or instruction, and is sufficient to support programmatic decisions.

E.   ACTION PLANS for Outcome 1
	i. Results of Prior Action Plans Implementation 
All proposed actions from the prior year’s action plan are addressed.  Implemented actions produced associated data which informed the assessment process.  The report reflects with sufficient depth on the implementation of proposed actions and the data returned from them during the assessment cycle.  If actions proposed during the previous cycle were not implemented, reasonable justification is given.  If actions taken during the current cycle were not proposed during the previous cycle, they are reasonable justified through external evidenced.
ii. Proposed Action Plans for Next Academic Year 
Elements are focused primarily on student learning; modifications to the assessment process are minimized.  The connection between proposed actions and program student learning outcomes are clear.  Proposed actions directly relate to the assessment findings.  Proposed actions are specifically detailed, including approximate dates of implementation and notes about where in the curriculum and specific classes they will occur.  It is evident multiple faculty participated in the development of the proposed action plan.  If a student learning outcome is not addressed by any proposed actions, justification is given for maintenance of ongoing curriculum and instruction.  Carryover actions from the previous cycle are noted.
