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A completed Program of Study with the required signatures must be submitted to the College of Graduate Studies for final review and
approval no later than the end of the semester prior to the expected graduation term. At least fifty percent of the courses applicable
toward a graduate degree must be courses in which enrollment is restricted to graduate students (courses numbered 6000 and above). If
5000 level courses are included on the Program of Study, one must have enrolled in the 5000 level courses with the “G’ suffix which is
required to earn graduate credit. No more than six (5) credit hours of independent study may be include on the program of study.
Prerequisite courses must be completed prior to enrollment in Master’s program courses & may not be applied as Masters’ degree coursework.
