3. Applicant must be a Georgia resident, holding current state teacher certification and pursuing a graduate degree in education.

4. Selection will be made without regard to age, race, gender, marital status, or religious preference. Should all other factors be considered equal, financial need will be a deciding factor.

5. Solicit two letters of recommendation from individuals who can attest to your dedication to teaching and years of experience.
