Candidates will develop a research Prospectus that deals with a significant issue. Candidates will use their knowledge of research methodology, content, and written literature to develop the Prospectus. Its complete text will include: Introduction, Literature Review, and Methodology chapter. 

Upon successful completion of the Prospectus Defense (minimum 18 points), the candidate will obtain permission from the Dissertation Committee and Institutional Review Board prior to beginning to collect data, analyze data, and represent data if it is applicable in the rest of the dissertation chapters. Those candidates who choose to develop a theoretical dissertation will proceed to complete the rest of the dissertation chapters. If a candidate fails to meet the criteria, the Prospectus should be defended again in face-to-face or internet format.
